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Summer academic registration at Oglethorpe is 
known as OU Passport. All entering new  
students are strongly encouraged to attend one of 
two sessions occurring in the summer months  
before classes begin. The OU Passport dates for 
students beginning in the fall term are: 
 

Thursday, June 11, 2009 
 

Friday, July 17, 2009 
 

During OU Passport, enrolling students meet with 
an academic advisor to select and register for fall 
classes. Other activities include an orientation to 
the first-year academic experience, activities and 
mixers to meet new classmates and a BBQ on the 
quad with members of the Young Alumni  
Association. Parents and guardians are encouraged 
to attend as well, and a separate track of programs 
will be offered for these guests.  
 
Students who cannot attend either program date 
will have the opportunity to register for fall classes 
during August orientation.  
 
 
 

Entering undergraduate students must complete a 
foreign language placement test prior to attending 
OU Passport and/or their first academic advising 
appointment. This requirement applies to all  
entering students who have previous experience in 
Spanish, French, German, Japanese or Latin. 
 
Oglethorpe offers online placement exams through 
WebCAPE for Spanish, French, and German. 
 
Visit www.oglethorpe.edu (keyword: placement) 
for more information and links to the tests. 
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All Oglethorpe students receive an Oglethorpe  
student ID card, known on campus as the “Petrel 
Pass.” Photos will be taken and cards printed  
either during OU Passport or during orientation in 
August. The Petrel Pass serves as student  
identification, debit account for meal plans and 
dining “flex dollars,” library card, residence hall 
key and more. No matter where you go on  
campus, your Petrel Pass is a must! 
 

OASIS (Oglethorpe Administrative and Student 
Information System) is a web-based, campus-wide 
data portal that provides students, faculty and staff 
with access to university records. Students can  
update demographic data, change or reset their 
password, view financial aid awards and search for 
open sections in the current schedule of courses. 
Once students have registered for courses, they 
will also be able to view their business office  
balance, print a copy of their class schedule and 
email their academic advisor. All students with an 
active OU email account may access OASIS.  
 
 

Once a student’s enrollment deposit has been  
submitted and processed, the IT department creates 
a university email account. Instructions on  
activating this account are emailed to the student’s 
current personal contact email address. Email is 
Oglethorpe University’s official communication 
system, so it is important for entering students to 
develop the habit of checking their OU email  
account regularly. Students may access web-based 
email through the Oglethorpe home page or set up 
their university account through the email client of 
their choice. 
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PetrelNet is a password-protected web community 
for Oglethorpe students, faculty and staff. A valid 
OU login is required to access the PetrelNet home 
page.

Get ready to spend four years with one of the most 
unique college emblems in the country.  
Oglethorpe’s mascot is the Stormy Petrel 
(pronounced “pee-trul” in Georgia), a small coastal 
bird commonly found on the Eastern seaboard. Dr. 
Thornwell Jacobs, Oglethorpe University’s  
president from 1915-1943, chose the Stormy Petrel 
as the school’s mascot. 
 
According to legend, General James Edward  
Oglethorpe was inspired by the courage of the 
small, gutsy bird as it dove in and out of the  
crashing waves as he crossed the Atlantic Ocean in 
1732. Like a petrel, Oglethorpe is small but 
mighty, and the petrel’s strength, fortitude and  
perseverance make it a fitting mascot for  
Oglethorpe’s athletic teams and student body.

The Oglethorpe University Office of Residence 
Life strives to create a living and learning  
community for students that supports the academic 
mission of the institution. Recognizing that a  
significant part of the collegiate experience occurs 
outside of the classroom, the Office of Residence 
Life offers a variety of programs and services 
aimed at promoting academic success and  
fostering personal development. OU’s residential  
community will be your home away from home as 
you pursue your academic and personal interests.  
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New students at Oglethorpe will be assigned to  
double-occupancy rooms. Therefore, living with a 
roommate will be a reality of the freshman  
residential experience and an important part of the 
overall education process during your first year of 
college. The Office of Residence Life attempts to 
match compatible students based on their  
responses about living and study habits on the  
housing application form; however, please bear in 
mind that some habits do change over time and some 
students will interpret qualities (such as “tidy” or 
“late”) in slightly different ways.  
 
Many students will find a prospective roommate 
through acquaintances, OU Passport programs or 
social networking websites. Consider your sleep and 
study habits, your preferred modes of socializing 
and recreation and your cultural preferences when 
talking with possible roommates.  
 
In order to request a specific roommate, you AND 
your preferred roommate must each notify the  
Office of Residence Life of your preferred  
roommate. In other words, each student in the pair 
must request the other for the request to be  
considered. Housing assignments will be made  
mid-summer, so be sure to contact residence life by 
June 15, 2009 with roommate requests.

All students, including freshmen, are permitted to 
have a car on campus if desired. New students will 
have the opportunity to register a vehicle and  
purchase a parking pass after arriving on campus in 
August.

An annual parking permit for  
2009-2010 should be approximately $50.00.

Do I need extra-long twin sheets? 
Most Oglethorpe students find that standard twin 
sheet sets meet their needs and fit comfortably on 
their residence hall beds. Oglethorpe twin  
mattresses are 80 inches long, whereas a typical 
twin bed in a home is 76 inches. Most good quality 
fitted sheets will fit the beds at Oglethorpe; the  
purchase of new “Twin XL” sized sheets should not 
be necessary unless desired.

This one-credit-hour seminar, required for all new 
students, is a group-oriented course involving  
faculty and upper-class mentors. Entering students 
select a class that interests them from among  
numerous topics with experiential and interactive 
(as well as academic) features. The list of course 
topics changes year-to-year as professors create 
new seminars or return to old favorites.  
 
The first meeting of each group of students is  
during fall orientation, and sections continue 
schedule meetings over the course of the fall  
semester to pursue their chosen topics and to help 
new students acclimate to the Oglethorpe  
experience. Fresh Focus seminars are graded on a 
satisfactory/unsatisfactory basis. 
 
Students entering in fall 2009 will learn more 
about this first-year seminar program and select 
their preferred topics during academic registration 
at OU Passport.  
 
 

Learning Communities (LC) offer a special  
opportunity for some professors and students to 
work together closely inside and outside of class. 
A learning community consists of the same  
students taking one of four first-year seminars 
linked to a particular section of the freshman Core 
Curriculum course, Narratives of the Self I. By 
sharing the same students, LC professors can  
better coordinate discussions and material studied. 
Participating students thereby receive additional 
support in getting off to a good start in college. 
They also benefit from special extracurricular  
activities and social events organized specifically 
for the learning communities. More information 
about Learning Communities will be provided at 
OU Passport during the summer. 
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Oglethorpe is committed to maintaining an  
environment that fosters engagement at  
Oglethorpe and in the larger community. At 
graduation, many students find themselves  
reflecting upon what could have enhanced their 
college experiences, and often they cite a wish for 
a greater sense of engagement. With this in mind, 
Oglethorpe offers a program called Petrel Points to 
catalyze the process of student involvement.  All 
students who enter in the fall semester, except 
transfer students with more than 31 credit hours 
(and who thereby classify as sophomore students), 
are required to participate in a campus-wide  
co-curricular program which involves accruing a 
total of at least 12 points distributed across the 
three categories below. The Petrel Points  
requirement exists only for a student’s first year at 
Oglethorpe, with the expectation that initial  
exposure to the many opportunities on and off 
campus will support and encourage a student to 
pursue his or her co-curricular interests as an  
upperclassman.  
 
Arts and Ideas (6 points) 
“Arts and Ideas” includes all events listed on the 
university “Arts and Ideas Calendar” and nearly all 
other cultural and academic events on campus, 
such as lectures, film series, concerts, events at the 
art museum and the like.  Students typically earn 
one point for each event or program attended in 
this category. 
 
Civic Engagement (4 points) 
“Civic Engagement” includes all events sponsored 
by the Oglethorpe Center for Civic Engagement 
both on and off campus, such as service days, OUr 
Atlanta trips, Hands On Atlanta Day and  
Alternative Winter and Spring Break trips; 
Participation in OUr Atlanta trips with a Fresh  
Focus class, for example, will count toward this 
category.  Students typically earn one point for 
each event or program attended in this category;

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some events, such as the Alternative Winter and 
Spring Break trips, will count for 4 points. 
 
Campus Leadership and Citizenship (2 points) 
“Campus Leadership and Citizenship”  
encompasses a broad range of activities, including 
holding a student government office, starting a  
student club, planning campus events, membership 
on an athletic team, active participation in campus 
organizations (for example, Greek organizations), 
fine arts participation (acting in a play) and  
participation in student affairs activities in the  
residence halls.  Students typically earn one point 
for each leadership position; club started or event 
planned; team membership; or participation in 
campus organizations, fine arts programs or  
student affairs activities.  Submissions to the OU 
Yearbook and Newspaper will also count (4  
submissions will count as 1 point). 
 
Any student who enters in the spring as a freshman 
with 31 hours or less must complete 6 points (a  
"3-2-1" plan). 
  
Most students will find the requirements of the  
“6-4-2” or “3-2-1” plan not difficult to meet.  
Prizes for the highest number of Petrel Points 
earned during the first year at OU are given  
annually at the Honors & Awards Convocation the 
following April. Updates on progress toward  
meeting this requirement will be available through 
each student’s individual OASIS account. Students 
who meet this requirement by the end of their first 
year, or first semester in the case of freshmen  
entering in the spring, receive the privilege of  
registration on the assigned day of their entering 
class.  With the exception of transfer students who 
enter with more than 31 credit hours, no student 
will be permitted to graduate until this requirement 
is met.   
 
More information about Petrel Points and  
Oglethorpe’s co-curricular program will be  
available during OU Passport this summer. 
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Oglethorpe University offers complete dining  
options for students in the Emerson Café dining 
hall in Emerson Student Center. Four meals are 
served daily in Emerson Café — breakfast, lunch, 
dinner, and “late night” — although the café  
remains open between meals with many options 
such as smoothies, sandwiches, salads, etc. always 
available throughout the day and evening.  
 
All students living in the residence halls will 
participate in the meal plan. All dining options 
are included in a student’s room and board fees. 
The residential meal plan offers unlimited meals 
with very wide hours in Emerson Café. Residential 
students simply swipe their Petrel Pass at the  
entrance of the café and may enter as many times 
each day as desired.  
 
A yearly commuter meal plan is also available, 
offering 25 meals for $125 (any meal during either 
semester). Non-residential students and visitors to 
campus may purchase individual meals with cash 
at the front register.  
 
Bon Appétit manages traditional dining in  
Emerson Café as an “all-you-care-to-eat” style of 
service. Students may choose from a wide variety 
of entrees including vegetarian options, meat and 
side dishes, grilled sandwiches and fries, pasta, 
seasonal fruits, salad bar, deli, pizza and desserts. 
The menu changes daily, providing selections to 
suit everyone.  
 
Bon Appétit and Emerson Café combine restaurant 
style selection with on-campus convenience. All 
choices are made using fresh ingredients and  
made-from-scratch preparation methods whenever 
possible.

Director Cathy Grote, R.N. manages the  
Oglethorpe University Health Services Center and 
has been at OU since 1999. Our clinic physician, 
Dr. Liza Hasso, has a private practice on Peachtree 
Road.  In the event that additional medical care or 
an emergency occurs, the student-patient will be 
referred to medical specialists and hospitals in the 
area. 
 
What health services are available?

Immunization and Health History forms for all  
students 

· Schedule monthly immunization clinics 
through DeKalb Co. Board of Health (hepatitis 
A & B, MMR, tetanus booster, and meningitis 
vaccinations) to assist students in completing 
required vaccinations.

· Diagnose and treat acute common health  

problems such as sinusitis, conjunctivitis,  
allergies, colds, sore throats, urinary tract  
infections, nausea, vomiting and sprains/strains 

· Prescribe and recommend medications in  
collaboration with a physician 

· Assist with physician referrals for HMOs and 
PPOs upon request 
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· Offer Allergy Injection Clinic, weekdays  
between 10:00 a.m.- 3:00 p.m. 

· Schedule educational programs 
· Schedule free anonymous HIV testing with 

AID Atlanta each semester and STD testing 
referrals 

· Offer an affordable university-sponsored  
Student Accident and Illness Insurance policy 
that is required for all full time day students.  
Waiver option available with proof of personal 
insurance if provided by Fall/Spring deadline. 

· Notary services

After-Hours Medical Needs 
If you have an emergency on campus, call Campus 
Safety at ext. 1998 and they will call 911.  Also, 
hand-outs of after-hour medical facilities are  
available on campus outside the clinic door, on the 
Health Services web page and from the RAs in the 
residence halls. 
 
Insurance 
If your family has private health insurance, be sure 
that the student has a copy of the insurance card 
and an understanding of the plan’s benefits  
(co-pays, HMO, PPO).  Contact your HMO to see 
how they handle out-of-area claims for college  
students and to inquire about guest memberships 
in Georgia. 
 
If you have any questions about any aspect of  
insurance coverage, please contact Cathy Grote. 
 
Area Medical Facilities 
Several major hospitals and medical facilities are 
located within 4 miles of the University. A list of 
nearby facilities is available on the OU website at 
www.oglethorpe.edu (keyword: health).  
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The Counseling Center at Oglethorpe employs a 
dedicated staff including licensed professionals to 
offer individual, group and couples’ therapy as 
well as outreach and consultation. Services are free 
and confidential. Discussion of issues enables 
growth in making healthier choices and taking  
responsible action with self, relationships, family 
and academics.

The Learning Resources Center (LRC) provides  
individualized services for students with learning 
disabilities and attention deficit disorders to ensure 
that these students have the opportunity to  
participate fully in the Oglethorpe experience. 
Qualified students must submit comprehensive 
professional documentation that meets the  
established criteria for accepting evaluations.  
Students approved for services are provided  
appropriate accommodations and academic  
adjustments.  
 
Students without documented disabilities who are 
experiencing learning difficulties may participate 
in LRC skills-building courses, workshops and 
seminars as appropriate.  
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The mission of the Oglethorpe University Career 
Services Center is to educate students and alumni 
about career planning, a life-long process of  
self-evaluation and decision-making. Career  
Services provides many resources to help students 
manage their own career development. Staff  
members assist students throughout their time at 
Oglethorpe via workshops, classes, online  
resources and individual appointments.

All Oglethorpe students are 
welcome to set an appointment or to drop by  
during the Writing Center’s open hours. Learn 
more online at (keyword: writing center).   
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The Office of Information Technology Services 
(ITS) is located in Goodman Hall and supports all 
technology resources available to faculty, students 
and staff of Oglethorpe University.  
 
Services include:

OU network that keeps everyone connected 
· Maintaining secure servers 
· Providing email services, remote access,  
      supporting web-based and classroom  
      enhancement programs 
· Administrative computing  
 
IT Services operates the OU Helpdesk to serve as 
the front lines for answers and assistance. The 
Helpdesk is available for quick response by either 
phone or email.  
 
Do I need my own laptop or desktop?  
While many students choose to bring a personal 
computer to campus, there are also several options 
for on-campus computing available to students. IT 
Services manages computer labs in Goslin Hall, 
Weltner Library and Goodman Hall (24-hour lab).  
 
Should I bring a PC or a Mac? 
IT Services recommends that students connect to 
the Oglethorpe network with a computer running 
Microsoft Windows XP or newer as IT Services is 
only able to provide support or assistance for these 
systems. Apples and Unix/Linux-based computers 
can also be used on our network. 
 
Are there discounts available through OU? 
Yes, OU offers negotiated pricing for students on 
hardware and software.

Is there wireless Internet access on campus?  
Yes, the wireless network “OgleWLAN” is  
available for anyone with a wireless adapter.  
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The Office of Campus Safety is charged with  
creating and maintaining a safe and secure  
environment for all members of the Oglethorpe 
community.  
 
Campus Safety is active around the clock. Patrol 
officers perform their duties either on foot or in a 
vehicle. During her/his shift, a patrol officer is  
responsible for parking lots and campus buildings 
and events or activities in these areas. The patrol 
officer also secures and grants access to certain 
buildings and areas of campus. Officers work 
closely with DeKalb County emergency and police  
forces to ensure Oglethorpe’s safety and security.

Oglethorpe University has an active Greek  
community, diverse and integrated and  
representing many types of OU students. Seven 
chapters of national fraternities (4) and sororities 
(3) comprise the Greek community:

Approximately 25% of the student body chooses 
to participate in Greek life. Recruitment activities 
at Oglethorpe take place in the fall semester after 
classes have begun, typically in the month of  
September with introductory meetings for  
interested students before the formal recruitment 
process begins. Sorority and fraternity houses at 
Oglethorpe are non-residential except for top  
officers, who may occupy the house’s few  
bedrooms. Greek Row houses serve primarily as a 
meeting and social space for each chapter.  
 
Questions about the formal recruitment process or 
Greek life in general should be directed to the  
Office of Student Affairs.  
 
 

The Center for Civic Engagement guides students 
to integrate their Oglethorpe educational  
experience with the city of Atlanta and beyond, 
enhancing student life through service learning 
courses, volunteer projects, internships and  
leadership development. The CCE focuses on four 
key areas of service: education, environment, 
health and wellness and homelessness and hunger.  
 
The Center organizes many campus-wide  
initiatives as well as on-going local collaborations 
and alternative winter and spring break trips.

OU plays in the Southern Collegiate Athletic  
Conference, whose member institutions are liberal 
arts colleges and universities that share OU’s  
commitment to high academic standards as well as 
quality intercollegiate competition.  
 

Oglethorpe’s intramural and recreational programs 
offer all students the opportunity to enjoy the fun 
and participation of team sports and outdoor  
activities. Last year’s intramurals line-up included 
flag football, basketball, tennis and volleyball, 
with kickball and ultimate frisbee in the spring 
season. Intramural athletics are popular with both 
men and women, and all students are welcome to 
participate. Instruction in areas such as fencing, 
ballroom dancing and yoga is available as well. 
 
The OUtdoor Program offers Oglethorpe students 
seasonal opportunities to travel off-campus and 
enjoy outdoor adventures in the beautiful  
landscapes of North Georgia and the surrounding 
region. A fall kayaking adventure, a winter  
snow-tubing/skiing trip and a spring kayaking/
whitewater experience may be among this year’s 
OUtdoor offerings.  
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The Office of Financial Aid coordinates the  
approval and disbursement of all student financial 
assistance, including Oglethorpe scholarships,  
student loans and all state and federal programs. 
The Financial Aid staff is available during  
business hours to accept documents, provide basic 
information and answer financial aid questions.

Do I have to re-apply for financial aid each year 
once I enroll?  
Yes, students must complete the Free Application 
for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) and apply for 
financial aid for each year that they want to receive 
financial assistance. The Office of Financial Aid 
will publish deadlines and instructions for aid  
renewal each year. 
 
Will my financial aid award be the same  
throughout my time at Oglethorpe? 
As long as a student’s family income situation  
remains relatively unchanged, a student can expect 
to receive a comparable percentage of aid from 
year to year. 
 
How do I get a work-study job during my first 
year at Oglethorpe?  
Students interested in on-campus employment 
should contact the Office of Financial Aid once 
they arrive on campus in August. It is difficult to 
assess how many on-campus positions will be 
open until the start of the term.  
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The Office of the Registrar provides services  
related to student records and academic rules and 
regulations.

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The Metropolitan Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority 
(known as MARTA) provides public bus, rail and 
shuttle service in Fulton and DeKalb Counties. 
Oglethorpe is located approximately one mile from 
the Brookhaven/Oglethorpe University MARTA 
rail station, on the Northeast (orange) line.  
 
One-way MARTA fares are $1.75 and include a 
free transfer from bus to rail or vice versa. 
MARTA fare machines accept both cash and credit 
or debit cards. For students who will use MARTA 
multiple times, it is a good idea to purchase the 
“Breeze Card” for $5, which includes the first two 
trips. The Breeze Card is made of sturdy plastic, 
can be reloaded with value at any MARTA station, 
and offers balance protection if lost. Passengers 
who purchase a new fare at a MARTA fare  
machine will receive a paper “Breeze Ticket” for a  
$0.50 surcharge. Breeze Tickets have a magnetic 
stripe and are also reloadable, so do not throw one 
away until you are sure you are finished using it. 
 
To enter a MARTA station, simply tap your 
Breeze Card on the blue circle on the turnstile. 
You must also tap your card to exit, so do not lose 
track of it during your ride.  
 
Atlanta Airport to Oglethorpe University  
Hartsfield-Jackson International Airport is the 
southernmost station on the South line (S7). From 
baggage claim, follow signs for ground  
transportation and enter the airport MARTA  
station. Two rail lines go north from the airport. 
Once you get up to the platform, look for the 
Northeast line to Doraville (orange on MARTA 
maps). If you realize later that you accidentally 
took the North line to North Springs (red), you can 
get off and switch at any station up through  
Lindbergh (N6).  
 
Brookhaven/Oglethorpe University is station NE8. 
MARTA Bus #25 or a short cab ride will take you 
to the front gate of Oglethorpe University.  
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Coming in late 2009 is Town Brookhaven, a state-
of-the-art mixed-use development on Peachtree 
Road to the immediate southwest of Oglethorpe 
University. The Sembler Company is creating an 
innovative, landscaped, pedestrian-friendly urban 
village to bring a variety of retail, restaurants,  
boutiques, offices and residential options to the 
Brookhaven and Oglethorpe neighborhoods. Town 
Brookhaven will incorporate large retail  
establishments with new locations of many “local 
favorite” restaurants and shops. 
 
New students may expect to explore this new  
shopping, dining and entertainment area by the end 
of their first year at OU. Town Brookhaven is  
located directly adjacent to Oglethorpe University,  
creating a virtual “college town” in easy walking 
distance of campus.

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The Atlanta metro area can seem vast at first, but 
the city is full of distinctive districts that  
Oglethorpe students enjoy exploring. Get to know 
some of Atlanta’s favorite neighborhoods before 
venturing out for the first time. 
 
Buckhead 
To look at the ever-rising skyline of Buckhead, 
located just down Peachtree Road from OU, one 
might think it’s a city in itself. Buckhead is one of 
Atlanta’s most important business districts and  
offers great shopping and many upscale  
residences. Shop at Lenox Square Mall or Phipps 
Plaza, or turn down Paces Ferry Road to visit the 
Atlanta History Center or the Governor’s Mansion. 
 
Midtown  
Midtown is another district of skyscrapers,  
offices and condos and eclectic dining,  
entertainment and culture. Its green centerpiece is 
nearly-200-acre Piedmont Park at 10th Street, a 
great place for picnics, exercise and much more. 
Midtown also features the Woodruff Arts Center 
which includes the High Museum of Art, the  
Alliance Theatre and the Atlanta Symphony  
Orchestra, as well as the “Fabulous” Fox Theatre 
and Atlantic Station, a huge and bustling multi-use 
district on the site of a former steel mill.  
 
Downtown 
Atlanta’s downtown area is the city’s commercial 
and governmental center. Downtown’s two indoor 
arenas, the Georgia Dome and Phillips Arena, host 
some of the city’s pro sports teams: the Hawks 
(NBA), the Dream (WNBA), the Thrashers (NHL) 
and the Falcons (NFL), with the Atlanta Braves 
(MLB) playing at nearby Turner Field. Downtown 
is also home to Centennial Olympic Park, the 
Georgia Aquarium, the World of Coca-Cola and 
the CNN Center. Nearby neighborhoods include 
Fairlie-Poplar and historic Castleberry Hill. 
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Virginia-Highland  
Named for the intersection of Virginia Avenue and 
North Highland Avenue, this intown neighborhood 
offers village-style rows of shops, restaurants and 
bars as well as shady residential streets of early-
twentieth-century bungalows. Virginia-Highland is 
a popular nighttime and weekend destination. The 
nearby Druid Hills neighborhood is home to the 
Fernbank Science Center and Museum of Natural 
History.  
 
Little Five Points and Freedom Park 
East of downtown, Little Five Points is an eclectic 
district proud of its vintage hippie vibe and  
alternative scene. “Little 5” offers many  
independent music venues, new and used clothing 
stores, novelty shops and several restaurants and 
taverns. Nearby Freedom Park is a miles-long 
swath of public green space and trails which 
stretches back toward downtown and the Martin 
Luther King Jr. National Historic Site. Freedom 
Park is also home to the Carter Center, which 
works to advocate human rights and alleviate  
human suffering, as well as the Jimmy Carter 
Presidential Library.  
 
Decatur 
Although Decatur is a separate city and not a 
neighborhood of Atlanta, its historic courthouse 
square offers everything from coffee to ice cream 
to bookstores and many popular restaurants and 
bars. A MARTA station runs directly under the 
Decatur square, where several annual festivals take 
place. Just east of downtown Decatur is the 
DeKalb Farmers Market, with fresh foods of all 
kinds and an array of international flags  
representing its diverse customers and products.
